Today Berkeley Repertory Theatre announced that the legendary performer will add 
one more performance to the run of her hugely popular new show. Thanks to standing ovations 
and sold-out houses, great reviews and national interviews, Rita Moreno: Life Without Makeup 
already extended its world-premiere engagement for two weeks. But this is the last chance! Her 
spectacular show must close after the added matinee on Sunday, November 13.

The star of stage and screen returns to Berkeley Rep for the first time since a sold-out 
run in The Glass Menagerie. She recounts her unlikely life in an irreverent and entertaining new 
show called Rita Moreno: Life Without Makeup.
